These Categories will be: Zoning, Agriculture/Farming, Water Quality Study, Roads, Energy, Education and Senior Resources.

GIS has many mapping options available and will be very helpful in working on the Master Plan.  

The Planning Commission will be working on a Vision Statement at the next meeting.
