COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Assessor: Two new computers are up and running for the Assessors.

Motion by Hoyle, support by Patterson to approve the recommendation from the Fire Department to accept a $4000.00 bid for the old tanker.  Motion carried.  Roof on the original Fire Station needs to be replaced.  Motion by Hoyle, support by Yonker to approve a bid of $11,931.00 from Ravenna Post Builders to replace the old roof on the original Fire Station.  Motion carried. Motion by Hoyle, support by Patterson to approve Consolidated Fee Schedule.  Motion carried.  Motion by Sherman, support by Hoyle to amend the current Township Budget-$1000.00 Township Hall Operating Supplies.  Motion carried.   Census numbers are different than the population numbers on the State Shared Revenue report.  Census lists approximately 500 more people than the report.  An inquiring will be made to the state regarding this difference.
